PERCISE, Thornton JONES, Wm. LANDERS, Wm. PIKE, Wm. EASLY & William ADAMS Jr. who being duly elected, tryed & sworn the truth to speak upon the issue joined upon their oaths do say they find for the plaintiff and assess damages to five dollars - therefore it is considered by the Court that the plaintiff recover against said defendant the sum of five dollars so assessed to him by the jury aforesaid & the costs in this behalf expended. The plaintiff by his attorney moves for an arrest of judgement.
